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The 6 Kinship Hexagram I Ching is an ancient and powerful form of divination that was used in the 
Imperial Courts of China. After meditating on a question, the diviner throws coins and draws a 
hexagram. A complex chart is then built around this hexagram, enabling the experienced diviner to 
understand the circumstances and predict an outcome. 
 
The highlights of Part 1 of this course can be broadly divided into 3 main parts: 
 
Constructing the I Ching Chart: 
 

 Assigning Stems and Branches to each line of the hexagram 
 Determining the Body Element and assigning 6 Kinships 
 Charting the 6 Animals, 12 Palaces, Empty Palaces, Subject and Object 
 Creating the New Hexagram based on the moving lines

 6 clashing kua, 6 combination kua, active kua, quiet kua 
 Day and Month leaders 
 Using, Avoid, Enemy Element, Tracing the Hidden Element 
 Hidden and Flying Ngau 
 Forward and Backward Fairy

 6 Harmful, 6 Broken, 6 Punishments 
 Clash Moan and Hidden Moan Kuas and Ngaus 
 Determining the Strength of the Using and Enemy Elements
